Have you ever had a family member, coworker, or
close friend challenge or comment about you for some
mistake you made from your past history? It is a very
humbling or embarrassing moment to bring up our past
false, weaknesses, or rebellious behavior.

Criminal reentry inmates carry a long term curse. It
often takes years to be trusted again. To reverse one’s
reputation is a tough job as was with Apostle Paul. So
many did not trust Paul even after his radical conversion
to Christ. But Barnabas and others to stepped up to the
plate to mentor Paul. His past did not control his future.

This is the mindset what 80 to 90% of companies do
upon hiring new employees. They see returning citizens as
a high risk with any applicant checking the criminal charge
box from their past. Substance abuse and mental disorders
with criminal charges compound the slim chances of
employments, affordable living, and transportation. The
above team here and many other churches are the
“unsung heroes” who have gone out of their way not to
see through criminal’s past history, but to see them
through to a new and prosperous second chance in life.
